Hi to all Club Members

Most of you have Club Shirts so please wear them when possible in matches and wear either, white, black or blue shorts/skirts.
As explained to you all at our AGM the Southend League have this year decided to assist clubs to fulfil fixtures by changing their Regulation which now reads:
 A team may include ineligible players from the same club to ensure the fixture is fulfilled and

avoid point deductions. Pairs including ineligible players will however score zero in every

event when submitting the result to the league. The opposing team must be informed of the ineligible player(s) before the match starts.

All playing members will receive a fixture list and team selectors report before the season starts. In addition the full list will be included on the Clubs Website.
